
Boundary description of merged parishes of: 
Our Lady of Mt. Carmel, Berlin, St. Edward, Pine Hill,  

Mater Ecclesiae Mission, Berlin 
 
Start at the intersection of Blackwood Clementon Road and Little Gloucester Road in Gloucester 
Township (Blackwood), Camden County, New Jersey, then 
 

1. East on Blackwood Clementon Road, (through Gloucester Township) which becomes Berlin 
Clementon Road (through Borough of Lindenwold & Borough of Clementon) also known as 
Co. Rt. 534 to Watsontown New Freedom Road. 

 
2. Northwest on Watsontown New Freedom Road (Co. Rt. 691) to US 30/White Horse Pike. 

 
3. East on US 30 (White Horse Pike) to United States Avenue (Co. Rt. 699) 
 
4. North on United States Avenue (Co. Rt. 699) to the point it intersects the Lindenwold 

Borough – Gibbsboro Borough Municipal lines, thense easterly along the Lindenwold 
Borough Municipal line to the intersection of the Lindenwold Borough - Berlin Township 
Municipal line. 

 
5. Southeast then northeast then southeast again along the Berlin Township-Voorhees 

Township Municipal lines then continue along the Berlin Township-Voorhees Township line 
to the Camden County-Burlington County line. 

 
6. South along the Camden-Burlington County line to the point it intersects Taunton Road (Co. 

Rt. Spur 536). 
 

7. Southwest on Taunton Road (Co. Rt. Spur 536) (which separates Berlin Township & Berlin 
Borough from Waterford Township) which becomes Williamstown Road to Erial Road (Co. 
Rt. 706) (in Winslow Township). 

 
8. Northwest on Erial Road (Co. Rt. 706) (in Winslow Township) which becomes New 

Brooklyn-Blackwood Road (in Gloucester Township) to Hickstown-Turnersville Road (in 
Gloucester Township). 

 
9. West on Hickstown-Turnersville Road (Co. Rt. 688) to Peter Cheeseman Road (Co. Rt. 759) 

which becomes Little Gloucester Road (all in Gloucester Township). 
 

10.   North on Little Gloucester Road (Co. Rt. 759) to Blackwood Clementon Road (Co. Rt. 534) 
(in Gloucester Township) point of origin.
